RECOGNISING the different stages of economic de'relopment among ASEAN Member States and the need for
flexibil i ty, including the need to facil i tate the increasing particioation of Cambodia, Lao PDR, Myanmar and Viet
Nam (the New ASEAN Member States) in tne ASEAN-lndia economic cr..,-operation end the expansion of their
exports, inter alia, through the strengthening of therr domestic uarpacity, efficiency and conrpeiit iveness,

REAFFIRMING the rights, obligations and undertakings of the respective parties under the World TraCe
Organtsation (VWO) and oiher multi lateral, regional and bilateral aareements and arrangements, and

RECOGNISING that i-egional trade arrangements can contribute towards acceier-ating regronal anr{ olo0at
liberalisation and as buildino blocks in the framework of the multi lateral tradinq system,

ARTICLE 3

ARTICLE 8
Timeframes

2005 in order to establish the ASEAN-|ndia FTA.

2. The neg,..rtiations on Rules of Orrgin for trade in goods under Articles 3 and 7 and mooality for tanff
reductron aild elimirratlon under Article 7 shell be concluded no later than 31 jury 20C4.

3. For trade in serytces and investrnents, the negotiations on the respective agreemenrs snall ( jommence
in 2005 and be ccnciuded b,i 2CA7 The identiflcatjon, liberalisation, etc., of the sectoi's cf services :nc,j
investnent shall be finaliseo for irnpiementation subsequentiy rn acuoroance with the timerran:es ru oe
nrutuaiiy agreed: (a) taking into account the sensii ive scctors cf the Partics; and (b) with special and
dlfferential lreatnent anC flexibiluy for the New ASEAN [4enrber Si:tes.

4. For other areas of econcmic coope'at'on, th-. Parties shall ccntinue to build upon extstrng or agreed
prograrnmes set oLrt in Article 6 of this agreement, deveiop new economic coooeration prograrn!"nes
and conclude agreernents on the various areas of economic cooperation.

The ASEAN-lndia TNC may invite experts or establish any Working Gro,tp as may be necessary tc,
assist in the negotiations of all sectors in the ASEAN-India RTIA.
The ASEAN-lndia TNC shall regularly report to the Minister of Commerce and Industry of India and
tl 're ASEAN Economrc Minisiers (AEM-rndia Consultaiions), through the meetings of the ASEAN
Senior Economic Officials ar"rd India (SEOM-India Consultairons), on the progress and outcome of its
negotrat!ons.
The tvitnistry of Comrnerce and Industry, Govei-nrnent of Inoia, and the ASEAN Secretariat shall lointiy
provtde the necessary secretariat support to the ASE\fl-lndia Trade Negotiating Committee (TNC)
whenever and wherever neqoiiations are held.

ARTICLE 13
Miscellaneous Provisions

This Agrcernent snall include the Annexes and the conter rts therein and all future legal instruments
aErred g.lsuant to this Agreement.
fxcept as oihei'wise orovrded in this Agreement, this Agreement or any action taken under it shall not
affect cr nuii ify ihe rights and obligatrons of 3 Pai"t,v under existing agreenrer rts fn r,hich it rs a PariY
The Parttes shall endeavour to iefrain frc;"n increasing restrictions or l imitations ihat would arfect the
applicat;on of t lr;s Agreernent.
Any ASEAN fuiemlrer State may defer its panicrpatron in the implemeniation of ihrs Agreement
provided that a notification is given tc the cther parties within twelve 112) months from the date of
signing of this Agreernent. Anr' extcns'on of the negotiated concessrorrs to such ASEAN Member
State shall be vcluntary on the part of the parties par-ticipating rn such implementation. The ASSAN
Membr;; State concerned shall participate in the implernentation of this Agreement at a later date on
the same terms and conditions, including any further commitments that may have been uildertaken by
ihe oii ,ei pai-iies by ihe 'time of such pa,licipaiion.

3. lf a request for consultations is made, the Parfy
Complaineci A.gainst shall reply to the request within ten (10)
days after the date of its receipt and shall entei' into
consultations in good faith within a period of nct more than
30 days after the date of receipt of the request, with a view to
reaching a mutually satisfactory solution. lf the Party
Complained Against does not respond withirr the afore.sairj
ten (i0) ' iays, oi'does not enter lnto consultations within the
aforesaid 30 days, then the Complaining Party may proceed
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directly to request for the establishment of an arbitral panel
under Art ic ie 6.

4. The parties to a dispute shali make every effort in good
faith to reach a mutually satisfactory resolution of any matter
through consultations under this Article. To this end, the
parties to the dispute shall:

(a) provide sufficlent information as may be
reasonably available to enable a fuii examinatlon

. of how the measure might affect the operation of
the covered aoreement: and

(b) treat as confidential any informaiion exchanged
in the course of consultations which the other

confidential.

5. Consuitatrons shall be conficieniiai anri without
ptejudice to the rights of any Party in arry further proceedings

.unCer this Agreement or other proceedings before a forum
,selectcd by the Parties. The parties to the disoute shall
irrform the rest of the Parties the outccme of the
consu!tat ions.

6. In cases of urgency, includirrg those which concern
perishable goods, the parties to the dispute shall enter into
consultations within a period of not more than ten (10) ciays
after the date of ;eceipt by the Party Complained Against of
the request. lf the Party Complained Against does not enter
into consultations witfrin ten (10) days after the ctate of
receipt of the consultations request, the Complaining Party
may proceed directly to request for the establishment of an
arbitral panel under Article 6.

7. In cases of urgency, including those whiclr concern
perishable goods, the parties to the dispute and arbitral
panels shall make every ef,rort to accelerate the proceedings
to the greatest extent possible.

Good Offices, Conciliation and Mediation

selected by the parties to the dispute.

ARTICLE 6
stablishment of Arbitral Panels

1. lf the consultations under Article 4 fatl to settle a
dispute within 60 days after the cjate of receipt of the request
fcr consultations or within 20 days after such date in cases of
urgency, including those which concem perishabfe goods,
the Complaining Party may make a written request to the
Party Complained Against to establish an arbitral panel. A
copy of this request shall also be comrnunicated to the rest
of the Parties.( j
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2. A request for the establishment of an arbit! 'al panel
shal l  give tne reasons for the request, including t l re
identification of:

(a) the specif ic measure(s) at issue; and

(b) the factual and leoai basis (including the
provisions of any of the covered agreernents
alleged to have been breached and any othei-
relevarrt provisions) for the complaint sufficient to
oresent the oroble.m clea:'lv.

3. Upon receipt of the request, an arbiiral panel shall be
established. The date of establishment of the arbitral panel
shall be the date on urhich the chair !s appointed under
paragraph 3 of Article 7 or ihe 30th day after the date of
receipt of the request urrder this ilrticle. where only a sole
ar'bitrator is availaL'rte.

4. Unless othe;v;ise agreed by the parties to the disptrte,
an arbitral panel shall be established and perfonn its
functions in accordance with the provisioirs of this Agreelr€rrt
anr ths A.nnex on the Rules and Pi'oceCures for the Arbitral
Panel Pfoceedings.

5. Where more than one Complaining Pafty requests the
establishment of an arbiiral panei relateC to the same rnatter,
a :irrgle arb,itral panel may, wherever feasible, be established-
bv the parties to the dispute to examine the matter taking into
account their respective rights.

6. The single arbitral panel shall organise its examination
and pi'esent its findings in such a manner that the rights
wntch tne partles to the ciispuie wouici harre enjoyeci itaci
separate arbitral panels examined the complaints are in no
way impaired. lf one of the parties to the dispute so requests,
the arbltra! pane! may submit separate reports on the dispute
concerned, if the timeframe for writing such reports so
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permit. The written submissions by a party to the dispute
shall be made available io the other padies to the dispute,
and each party to the dispute sha[] have the right to be
present when any oiher parfy to the dispute presents its
views to the arbitral panel.

7. Where more than one arbitral panel is established to
eramine the same matter, to the greatest extent possible, the
sarne persons shal! be appointed by the pariies to the
disputes to serye on each of the separate arbitral panels and
the timetable for the proceedings of each separate arbltral
parrei slraii be hai-inonised.

8. An arbitral panel shail have the following terms of
reierence unless the parties to the dispute a5lree otherwise
urithin ten ( i0) days lpsrn the date cf the establishrnent of an
ai"bitra! pancl:

ARTICLE 7
Compositlon of Arbitral Panel

1. Unless othenvise provided in this Agreement or agi'eed
by the parties to the dispute, an arbitral panel shall consist of
three (3) arbitrators.

2. Each party to the dispute shall appoitrt one (1)
arbitrator within 30 cjays after the date of receipt of the
request under Article 6. lf any party tc the dispute fails to
appoint an arbitrator" within such period, then the arbitrator
appointed by the other party to the dispute shall act as the

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sole arbitrator.

3. The parties to ttre dispute shall endeavour to agree on
the third arbitrator within 30 days after the date of
appointment of the second arbitrator. The third arbitrator
shall serve as the chair. lf the parties to the dispute are
unable to agree on the chair within the aforesaid 30 days, the
chair shall be jointly appointed, by the arbitraiors who have
been appointed under oaragraph 2, within a further period of
30 days- tf the third arbitrator has not been appointed within
30 days by the arbitrators appointed under paragraph 2, the
parties to the dispute shal! consult each other in o:.der to
lointly appoint the chairwithin a further period of 30 days.

4. Any person apoointed as an arbitrator" shall have
expedise or expenence in law, internaticnal trade, ciher
rnatters covered by the covered agreenrents or the resolution
of disputes arising rrndcr irrternationa! tracie agreements. An
arbit'ator sharll be chosen stiictly on the basis of objectivlty;
reiiability, sourrd judgment and !ndeoendence and shail
conduct himself or herself on the same basis throughcut the
course of the arbiiral patrel proceedings. lf a party to ihe
dispute believes that an arbitrator !s in violation of the basis
stated abcve. the parties to the dispute shall consult and if
they agree, the arbitrator shall be removed and a new
arbitrator shall be appointed in accordance with this Ariicle.
Additionaily, the chair shall not be a national of any pariy to
the ciispute ano shail not have his or her usual place of
residence in the territory of;nor be employed by, any party to
the dispute nor have dealt with the referred matter in any
capacity, unless the parties to the dispute agree othenn4se.

5. lf an arbitrator appointed lrnder this Article resigns or
becomes unable to act, a successor arbitrator shall be
oppu i r r i ed  i n  i . i i e  >d r r r€  r t t r zn l r€ i  as  p iesu l i be t j  i o t ' r i r e
appointment of the oi' iginal arbitrator. The successor
arbitrator shall have all the powers and duties of the original
arhritrator, The work of the arbitral panel shall be suspended
until the successor arbitrator is aooointed.

Third Parties

opportunity to make written submissions to the arblti'al panel.
These submissions shall also be.giverr to the parties to the
dispute and may be reflecied in -the report of tne arbitral

parties to the dispute at the first meeting of the arbiiral panel.

3. if a Third Party considers that a measure that is
already the subject of an arbi'.ral'panel proceedings nullifies
or impairs benefits accruinq ,io it under the covereri
agreemenis, such Party may have recoui-se to normal
dispute settlement procedures under this Ag;'eement.

ARTICLE 9
- Suspension and Ternrination of Proceediirgs -

1. Where the parties to the dispute agree, the arbltrai
panel may suspend its work at any time for a period not
exceeding 12 rnonths frorn the date of such agreenrent.
Upon the request of any party to the dispute, the arbitral
panel proceedings shall be resumed after such suspension.
lf the r,.rork cf the arbitral panei has been suspended for more
than i2 rnonths, the authority of the arbitra! panel shall lapse
unless the parties to the dispute othenruise agree.

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2. The parties to the dispute may agree to terminate the
proceedings of an arbitral panel at any time before the
presentaticn of the final report to them, in the event that a
mutually satisfactory solution to the dispute has been fourrd.

3. Before the arbitral panel makes its decision, it may, at
any stage of the proceedings, propose to the parties to the
dispute that the dispute be settled amicably.

ARTIGLE 1O
Functions of fubitral Panels

An arbitral panel shall make arr objective assessment of the
matter before it, including an examination of the facts of the
case and the ap,plicabiiity of and conformity with the relevant
coveted agreements. The arbitral parrel shall consult
regularl5, wiih the parties to the ciispLrte and pro.ride them
adequate opportunities fci- the developnrent of a mutuaiiy
satisfaciory ;'esoluticn. Where ihe arbitral panel conclirdes
that a measure is in ccnflict with a provision of any of the
covered agreements, it shall recommend that tlre Party
Comolained Aoainst bring ihe measure into confornity with
that provision. In addition to its recornmendaticns, ihe arbitral
panel mai- suggest v;ar-s by which thc Farty Ccn,pl;+inec
Against could implement its reconrrnendations. The arbitral
panel shall interpret ihe relevant prcvisions of the covered
agreements in acccrdance with customary rules of
interpretation of publie intemational law The arbitral panel
cannot add to or diminish the rights and obligations under the
covered agreements in its findings and recommendations.

ARTICLE 11
Proceedings of Arbitral Panels

1. Unless the parties to the dispuie agree ctherwise, the
rules and procedures set out in the Annex on the Rules and
Procedures for the Arbitral Panel Proceedings shall apply.
The arbitral panel may, after consulting the parties to the
dispute, adopt additional rules and procedures not

inconsistent with the provisions in this Agreement or the
Annex on thc Rules and procedures fcr the Arbitral panef
Proceedings.

ARTICLE 12
!nterim Report

1. Unless the parties to the dispute othenrvise agree, the
arbitral panel shall base its report on the relevant prorrislcns
of the covered agreements, on the submissions and
arguments of the parties to the dispute, and on any
information befcre it, pursuant to Articte 14.

2. Unless the parties to the dispute otherv.rise agree, the
arbrtrai panel sfiail, rrrthrn gU days from the date of its
establishmeni, preseni to the parties to the dispute an inierim
report containing:

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(a) a descriptive section summarising the argumenis
of the parties to the dispute;

(b) its findings on the facts of the case and on the
applicability cf the provisions of the covered
agreements;

(c) its Ceterminations on the consistency of the
rreasure at issue wiilr the covered agreements;

Complained Against has otherwise failed to carry
out its ciligations under the covered agreements.

3. V/heir the arbitral panel conslders thar ii cannot
present its interim i'eport wlthin ihe perioci of iirne reierrecj io
irr paragraph 2.it shali infcrmr ilre parties to the dispute in
writing of the reasons for the delay together- wiiir the estirnate
of the perioci wiihin which it will issue its interim report.

4. The parties' . to the dispute may submit written
comments on thi interim report r,rrifhi;r 14 ,Ja,v-r of lts
presentation, The arbitral panel shall include in its finai report
a discussion on tire conrments of the parties to the disprrte.

ARTICLE 13
Final Report

1. The arbitral panei shall present a final report tc the
parties to the dispute, within 30 days cf presentatjon of the
interinn report.

2. The arbitrai panei shaii presenr to tne parrtes ro rne
dispute its final repcrt within 120 days from the date of its
establishment. ln cases of urgency, including thcse refating
to perishable goods, the arbitral panel shall aim to present ii.s
final report to the parties to the dispute within 90 days from
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the date of its establishment. When the arbitral panel
considers that it cannot present its final repcrt vuithin 120
days, or within g0 days in cases of urgency, it shall inform
the parl,ies to the dispute in writirrg of the reasons for the
oelay together with an estimate of the period within which it
will present its report. Horryever, the period between the
establishment of an arbitral panei anC the presentation of the
final repcrt to parties to the dispute shall not exceed 180
days or 120 days in the case of urgency, unless the pariies
to the dispute otherwise agree.

-?. The fina! report of an art-.itr:! parre! shall be fina! and
binding on the. parties to the dispute.

4. The final report of the arbitral panel shall be made
prtblicly avaiiable within ten (10) days of its presentation to
the parLies to the dispute.

Information and Technical Advice

1. Upon the request of a oarty to ihe dispute or on iLs own
initiative, the arbitral panel may seek infornration ancj
technica! a,.j,.,ice frcnn any person or body that it dee:rs
appi'opriate, provided that the parties to the dlspute so agree
and subjeci to such terms and conditions as the parties to
the dispuie may agree. Any iniormation and technical advice
so obtained shall be made available to the parties to the
dispute.

2. With respect tc factual lssues concerning a scientific or
cther technlcal matters raised by a party to the dispute, the
arbitral panel may request advisory reports in writing from an
expert or experts. The arbitral panel may, at the request of a
party' to the dispute or on its own initiative, select, after
cc.rnsultations with the parties to the dispute, scientific or
technical expei'ts who shall assist the arbitral panel
throughout i'rs proceedings, but',^,,ho shall not have the right
to vote in respect of any decision to be made by the arbitral

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paner.

,ARTICLE 15
lmplementation of Final Report

1. The Parly Complained Against shall prompily comply
with the award of the arbitral panel issued pursuant to Article
1 3 .

2- lf, in its final report, the arbitral panel determines that
the Party Complained Against has not conformed to its
obligations under the :'elc..,ant co..,crod ag!-*^en.:ents, it shai!
recommend that the Party Complained Against bring the
measure into conformity v.,ith the coverecj agreements and
may suggest ways in which the party Complained Against
could in rplemeni the recommendaiions.

3. The Partr- Complained Againsi shail, within 20 days
al-ter the dete of issuance of the 3\n/ard, noiiry the
Ccmplaining Party of the period of time required to
irnplement the award. if such nciified period of tirne is
unacceptable, the Complaining Party msy refqr ihc mattry te
an arbitral panel, whicir shall then deterrnine tlre reasonellrle
imp'lementation pei'iod The ai'biira! panel shaii infoi'm ihe
parties tc the dispute of its cietermination r,,rithin 30 days after
the Cate of the referral of the matter to it.

4. lf the Party Cornplained Against ccnsiders it
irnpracticable to comply with the award within the
irnplementation period as determined pursuant to paragraph
3, it shail, not later than the expiry of tirat implementation
period, enter into coitsultations with the Complaining Party,
with a view to developing mutually satisfactory
compensation. lf no satisfactory co."npensation has been
agreed withrn 20 days after the daie of expiry of that
ii-rrplementation period, the Complaining Party may request
an arbitral panel to determine the appropriate level of
suspension of concessions or benefits unrjer tire eovererj
agreements in respect of the Party Complained Against.

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5. l f  the Complaining party considers that the par!
complained Against has failed to comply with the award
within the implementation period as deiermined pursuant to
paragraph 3, the complaining party rnay refer the matter to
an arbitral panel to crnfirm the failure and to determine the
appropriate level of suspension of concessions or benefits
under the covered agreements in respect of the partv
Complained Against.

6. The arbitral panel established under this Article shail,
where'ler po-"sib!e, ha.re as its arbitrators, the arb.ltrators rf
the original arbitral panel. lf this is not possibre, then the
arbitrators cf such arbitral parrel shal! be appointed pursuant
to paragraphs 2 and 3 of Article 7.

7. Unless the pariies to the dispute agree tc a different
penoc, the arbiti'al panel establishccj ilrrder pa;-cgraphs 4 and
5 shali issue its awai'd '"rrithin 0c cays after the date when the
matter is referred to it.

8. The award of the arbitral panel established under this
Article shall be binding on ail the pariies to the ciispute.

ARTICLE 1O
Compensation and the Suspension of Concassions or

Benefits

1. Compensation and the suspension of concessions or
benefits under the covered agreements are temporary
rneasu:-cs available in the event that the award is not
implemented within a reasonable period of time. However,
neither cornpe.tsation nor the suspension of concessiorrs or
benefiis under ihe covered aEreements is preferred to full
irnplementation of the award to bring a measure into
conformity with the covered agreements. Compensation, if
gi-anted, shatl be consistent with the covered agreements.\ . ;

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2. The suspension of ccncessions or benefits under
paragraphs 4 and 5 of Afticle "i5 nray only be implemented
after the Cornplaining Party notifies the party Complaincd
Against and the rest of the parties of its intention to suspend
ihe concessions or benefits under the co'iered agreements in
respect of the Party Complained Against. The party
Complained Against and the rest of the parties shall be
informed of the commencement of the suspension and which
ccncessions or benefits under ihe covered aqreements
would be suspended.

3. ln considering what concessions or benefits under the
covered agreements are to be suspended under paragraphs
4 and 5 of Article 15, the Complaining Party shall consider
that such suspension shal l  be:

(a) ientpci-ary .r,d be disccrniinued when the parties
tc the dispuie reach a n-:utuatly satisfactory
resolutton or where compliance with the award is
effected;

(b) restricted to the same levei cf nullification or
irnpair'.rnent that is attributabte to the failrrre to
comply with the award; and

(c) i-esiricted to the same sector or sectors as those
. iri which the arbitrai parnel has fou;rd the

- nullif ication or impairment. lf it is not practicable
or effective to suspend the concessions or
benefits in such sectoi' or sectors, the
Complaining Pariy may suspend concessions or
beneflts in other sectors of the ccveied
agreements.

4. if the Party Cornplained Against considers that the
suspension of concessions or benefits under the covered
agreernents by the Complainin5-' Par+-y is inconsistent wrth the
provisions of paragraph 4 o, Article 15, it may refer the

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matter to an arbitral panel. For the purposes of establishing
the arbitral panel under this Article, paragraph 6 of Article 15
shall apply mutatis mutandis.

5. Unless the parties to the dlspute agree to a different
period, the arbitral panel established under this Article shall
issue its award within 45 days after the date r,vhen the matter
is referred to it. such award shall be binding on alr the parties
to the dispLrte.

ARTIGLE 17
Offic!a! l_angrrage

1. All proceedings pursuant to this Agreement shall be
condrrcted in the English language.

2. Any dccurnent subrnitted fcr use in any proceedings
pursuant to this Ag:'cement shall be in the English language.
lf any oi-iginal docurnerrt is not in th.e Englislr language, the
Party submitting such document shall provicje an English
translatitrn of that document.

ARTICLE 18
Expenses

1. Each party to a dispute shall bear the cosis of its
appointed arbitrator and its own expenses and [egal costs.

2. Unless the parties to the dispuie otherwise agree, the
costs of the chair or sole arbitrator and other expenses
associated with the conduct of its proceedings shall be borne
in equal parts by the parties to a dispute.

PROCEEDINGS

Application

',. These Rules shall apply ic arbitral panel proceedings
under this Agreement unless the parties to the dlspute
otherwise agree.

'2. The arbitral panel shatt address the relevant provisions
in the covered agreements citecj by the parties to the dispute.

3. Following the consicJeration of subrnissions, arguments
and any information made pui'strant to Article 14, the arbitral
parrel shaii present an interirn report tc the parties to the
dispuie.

t] Written Suirmfssions and Cther Dccuments

4. Each pariy to the dispute shalt deliver- at least'four (4)
c,)pies of its 'r. 'ritten submissions to the =rbitral panet and a
copy to the other party to the dispute.

5. Each party to the dispute nray deliver a copy of any
request, notice, written subrnission or other document(s) to
the other party ic the 6i-eprtte b), facsimiie, e'mail or other
electronic rneans.

6. A party to the dispute may at any time correct minor
errors of clerical nature in any of its requesl, notice, written
submission or other document(s) retateC to the arbitral panel
prcceedings by delivering a new document clearly Indrcatrng
tire changes.

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Operation of Arbitral panels

7. The chair shal l  preside over al l  the meetings of the
arbitral panel. An arbitral panel may delegate to the chair
authority to decide administrative and procedu;al matters.

B. Except as othen,rise provided in these Rules, the
arbitral panei may conduci its business by any lneans,
including telephone, facsimile, e-mail or other electronic
means.

L Onlv arhitrators mav take pad in the deiiberations of
the arbitral panel. The arbitral panel may, however, in
consultation with the parties to the dispute, retain such
number of assistants, interpreters or translatoi's, or
designated note takers as rnay be recluired for the
proceedings and perrnit thenr to be present during such
deliberaiicns- The arbitrators anc' the persons retainecj by the
arbitral panei shall maintain the confidcnti2lity of the arbitral
panel proceedings.

1-C. An arbitral panel rnay, in consultation with the partics to
ttre dispute, modiry any time period applicable to the arbitral
pene! prcceedings and nnake such oiher prccedural cr
administrative adjustments as may be required in the
proceedings. After consulting the parties to the dispute, the
chair shall, within 15 days after the establishment of the
arbitrai panel, fix the timetable ior tne arbiti'ai pairel process.
In deiermirring tire timetable, the arbitral panel shall provide
sufficient time for the parties to the dispute to prepare their
respective subrnissicns. The arbitral panel may set precise
deadlines for written submissions by the parties to the
dispute and they shall respect those deadlines.

11. The venue for the arbitral  panel proceedings snai i  ne
decided by rnutual agreement between the parties to the
dispute. lf there is no agreement, the venue shall alternate

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12. Al l  Third Par i ics which have not i f ied their  interest  in the
cjispute shalt be invited in writ ing to present their views only
dLrring the first session of the arbitral panel proceeciings set
asicje for that purpose.

13. The interim and final report.s of the arbitrai panel shall
be di-afted without the presence of the parties tc the dispuie.

Availabi lity ot lnformation

11. The Cel iberat jons of  the arbi t ra l  panel  and the
documents subrnitted to it shali be kept confiCentiai. Nu pairy
io the dispr,,te shall be precluded from disclosing statements
of its own positions to the public. The parties to the Cispute
shall treat as confidential information sLrhmitted hv the nther
party to the dispute which that pariy has designateo as
cor r i ider r t ia i . ' vVhere  a  pa ' - ty  tc  ine , : ' i sp i . i te  subn i i - rs  a
confidential version cf i is written submissions to the arbitral
panel. it slrall also, upcrr request of the other party to tlre
dispute, provide a non-confidential sunlrnary of the
informat ion contained in i ts submissions.

Recard of Expenses
