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ASEAN M U LTI LATERAL AGREEM ENT
ON THE FULL LIBERALISATION OF

AIR FREIGHT SERVICES

The Governments of Brunei Darussalam, the Kingdorn of
Cambodia, the Republic of Indonesia, the Lao People's
Democratic Republic (hereinafter referred as "Lao PDR"),
Malaysia, the Union of Myanmar, the Republic of the
Philippines, the Republic of Singapore, the Kingdom of
Thaiiand and the Socialist Republlc of Viet Nam., Member
States of the Association of Southeast Asian lrfations
(ASEAN) (hereinafter collectively referred to as "Contracting

Parties" or individually as "Contracting Party")

REGALLING the Declaration of ASEAN Concord ll (Bali
Concord t l )  issued in Bal i ,  Indonesia on 7 October 2003,
pursuant to which ASEAN is committed to deepen and
broaden its internal economic integraticn and linkages with
the world economv to realise an ASEAN Economic
Community;

AFFIRMING the policy agenda for progressive
implementation of full l iberalisation and integration of air
services in ASEAN as laid down in the Action Plan for
ASEAN Air Transport fntegraiion and Liberalisation adopted
at rhe Tenih (10't) ASEAN Transport Ministers' (ATM)
Meeting on 23 November2004 in Phnom Penh, Cambodia;

RECALLING the Vientiane Action Programme adopted at
the Tenth (1Otn) ASEAN Summit on 29 November 2O04 in
Vientiane, Lao PDR, whicit calls for accelerating open sky
ar:angements anC advancing liberalisation in air transpott
services, especially air freight services;
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RECALLING also the decision of the Tenth ('10'n) ATM
Meeting in Phnom Penh, Cambodia, on 23 November 2A04
to adopt the Roadmap for Integration of Air Travel Sector
and the Action Plan for ASEAN Air Transport lntegration and
Liberalisation 2005-2015, which provides strategic actions to
further liberalise air services in ASEAN and promotes an
enabling environment for a single and unifled aviation market
in ASEAN;

BEING cornmitted to maintain, further develop and
strengthen friendly relations and cooperation between and
among their countries;

RECOGNISTNG that efficient and competitive international
air freight services are important to develop trade, benefit
consumers, and promote economic grovvth;

DESIRING to ensure the highest degree of safety and
security in international air transport and reaffirm their grave
concern about acts or threats against the security of aircraft,
which jeopardise the safety of proper',r/, adversely affect the
operation' of air transportation, and undermine public
confidence in the safety of civil aviation;

DFSIRING to facilitate and enhance air freight services and
their related activities, to complement the other transport
facilitation and liberalisation efforts in ASEAN;

DESIRING to re,:.nove restrictions, on a gradual basis, so as

t,: achleve greater flexibility and capacity in the operation of

air freight services in ASEAN with a view to build a single
unifleC aviation market of ASEAN by 2015;

tsEtNG Parties to the convention on lnternational civil

Aviation, opened for signatui"e at chicago an 7 December
1944, and desiring to adhere to the principles and provisions

of the aforesaid Convention; and
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DESIRING to conclude a Multilateral Agreement on the Full
Liberalisation of Air Freight Services

HAVE AGREED AS FOLLOWS:

ARTICLE,I
DEFIf'llTlONS

For the purpose of this Agreernent only, unless the context
otherwise requires:

1. The term "the Convention" means the Convention on
lnternational Civil Aviation opened for signature at Chicago
on 7 December 1944, and includes: (i) any amendment that
has entered into force under Articte 94(a) of the Convention
and has been ratified by alt the Contr:acting Parties to this
Agreement, and (ii) any Annex or any amendment thereto
adopted t-rnder Article 90 of the Convention, insofar as such
Annexes or arnendments are, at any given time, effective for
all the Contracting Parties to this Agreement;

2. The term "aeronautica[ authority" mearis the Minister
responsible for Civil Aviation, or any per$on or body
authorised to pei'form any functions at present exercisable by
hinr or similar functions;
3. The term "designated airline" means an airline which
has been designated and authorised in accordance withi
Article 3 (Designation and Authorisation of Airlines) of this
Agreement;

4. The term "territory" means the land territory, internal
v,/aters, territoiial sea, archipelagic waters, the seabed and
the sub-soil thereof and the airspace above them;

5, The tei'ms "air seryice", "internaiional air service", ar)d
,,airline', have the meanings respectively assigned to them in
Article 96 of the Convention;

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6. The term "international air freight services" means all
cargo air transportation ihat passes through the airspace
over the territory of more than one ASEAN Member State ;

7. The term "tariff' rneans any fare, rate or charge for the
carriage of cargo (excluding rnail) in air transportation charged
by airlines, including their agents, and the conditions
governing the availability of such fare, rate or charge;

B. The term "agreed services" means scheduled air freight
services performed for the carriage of cargo andior mail for
remuneration or hire on the specified routes;

9. The term "stop for non-traffic purposes" means a
landing for any purpose other than taking on or discharging
cargo and/or mail in international air freight services;

10. The term "user charges" means a charge imposed on
airlines by the competent authorities, or permitted by them to
be imposed, for the provision of airport property or.facilities
or of air navigation facilit ies, including related services and
facilities for aircraft, their crew and cargo;

1 1. The terrn 'Agreemenf' means this Agreement, and its
lmplementing Protocols and any amendments thereto;

12. The term "Depository' means the Secretary-General of
ASEAN; and

13. All references to the singular shall include the plural,
and all references to the plural shall include the singular,

- ARTICLE 2
GR.ANT OF RIGHTS

1. Each contracting Party grants to the other contracting
Parties the following rights for the conduct of international air

freight services by the designated airlines of the other

Contracting Padies:
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a) the right to fly across its territory without landing;

b) the right to make stops in its territory for non-traffic
purposes; and

c) the rights otherwise specified in this Agreement,
including those rights stated in the lmplementing
Protocols 1 and 2 of this Agreement.

2. Nothing in this Agreement shall be deerned to confer
on the airline or airlines of one Contracting Party the right to
take on board, in the territory of another Contracting Party,
cargo or mail carried for remuneration and destined for
another point in the tenitory of that other Contracting Party.

ARTICLE 3
DESIGNATION AND AUTHORISA,TION OF AIRLINES

1. Each Contracting Pady shall have the right to
designate as many airlines as it wishes for the purpose of
conducting international air freight services in accordance
with this Agreernent and to withdraw or alter such
designation. Such designation shall be transrrritted in writing
through diplomatic channels to the Depository who shall
subsequently inform all the Contracting Parties.

2. On receipt of such a designation, and of application
from the designated airline, in the forrn and manner
prescribed for operating authorisation and technical
pernnission, each Contracting Party shall grant the
appropriate authorisation and technical permission with
minimum proceCural delay, provided that:

a) (i) substantial ownership and effective control
of that airline are vested in the Contracting Party
designating the airline, nationals of that
Contracting Party, or both; or
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(ii) subject to acceptance by a Contracting
Party receiving such application, the designated
airline which is incorporated and has iis principal
place of business in the territory of the
Contracting Party that designates the airline, is
and remains substantially owned and effectively
controlled by one or more ASEAN Member
States and/or its nationals, and the Contracting
Party designating the airline has and maintains
effective regulatorY control; or

(iii) subject to acceptance by a Contracting
Party receiving such application, the designated
airline is incoiporated in and has its principal
place of business in the territory of the
Contract ingPar ty thatdes ignatestheai r l ineand
the ContrJcting Party designating the airline has
andrnaintainseffect iveregu|atorycontrolofthat
a i r | i ne ,p rov |ded tha tsuchar rangementsw i l | no t
be equivalent to allowing airline(s) . or its
subsidiaries access to traffic rights not othenruise
available to that airline(s); and

b) the designated airline is qualified to T9"t other

conditions preicribed under the laws, regulations and

rules normally applied to the operation of international
air freight r"ruir"t by the contracting Party considering

the application or applications; and

c ) t h e C o n t r a c t i n g P a r t y d e s i g n a t i n g t h e a i r | i n e i s i n
compliance with thJ provisions set forth in Article 5
(safbty) and Ariicle 6 (Aviation Security) of this

Agreement.

3. The Contracting Parties granting - operating

authorisations in accord-ance with paragraph 2 of this Article

ARTICLE 4
WITHI-IOLDING, REVOCATION, SUSPET{SIOhI AND

LIMITATION OF AUTHORISATION

1. Each Contracting Party shall have the right to withhold,
revoke, suspend, impose conditions on or limit the operating
authorisations or technical permission referred to in Article 3
(Designation and Authorisation of Airlines) of this Agreement
with respect to an airline designated by another Contracting
Party, ternporarily or permanently where:

a) the airline has failed to prove that it is qualified
under Article 3 paragraphs 2 (a) (i) or (ii) or (ii i) as
applicable; or

b) the airline has failed to comply with [aws,
regulations, and rules referred to in Article 15
(Applicatio;r of Laws and Regulations) of this
Agreernent; or

c) the other Contracting Party is not maintaining and
administering the standards as set forth in Articte
5 (Safety) of this Agreernent.

2. Unless immediate action is essential to prevent further
non-cornpliance with paragraphs 1(b) or 1(c) of this Article,
the rights established by this Article shall be exereised only
afier consultations with the Contractlng Party designating the
airline, in accordance with the provisions set forth in Article
17 (Consultations and Amendment).

3. A Contractirrg Party that has exercised its right to
rr,iithhold, revoke, suspend, irnpose conditions on or lirnit the
operating authorisations or iechnical permission of an airline
or airlines in accordance with paragraph '1 of this Articie shall
nctify its action to the Depository and the Depository shall
subsequently inform all the Contracting Parties,
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4, This Article does not limit the rights of any Contracting
Party to withhold, revoke, suspend, impose conditions on or
limit the operating authorisations or technical permission of
an airline or airlines of the other Contracting Parties in
accordance with the provisions of Article 6 (Aviation
Security).

ARTICLE 5
SAFETY

1, Each Contracting Party shall recognise as valid, forthe
purpose of operating the air freight services provided for in
this Agreement, certificates of airworthiness, certificates of
compelency, and licences of a designated airline issued, or
validated Uy ttre Contracting Party that designates that said
airline, and stitl in force, provided that the requirements for
such certificates or licences are at least equal to the
minimum standards which may be established pursuant to
the convention. Each contraciing Party reserves the right,
however, to refuse to recognise as valid for the purpose of
flight above its own territory, certificates of competency and
liclnces granted to or validated for its own nationals by
another Contracting PartY.

2. Each contracting Party may request consultations
concerning the safety and security standards maintained by

another Cintracting Pariy relating to aeronauiical facilities,
air crew, aircraft, and operation of that other contracting
pariy's designated airline(s). lf, following such consultations,
the irrst Contractlng Party finds that the other Contracting
party does not effeCtively maintain and adrninister safety and

security standards and requirements in these areas that are

at leait equal to the rninirnurn standards which may be
established pursuant to the convention, the other

contracting Party shatl be notified of such findings and the

steps ronr]d"rud nuc"rsary to conform with these minimum
stahdards; and the other contracting pariy shalt take

a p p r o p r i a t e c o r r e c t i v e a c t i o n ' E a c h C o n t r a c t i n g P a r t y
r"ut**t the right to withhold, revoke, suspend' irnpose

conditions on or limit the operating auihorisation or technical
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permission of an airline or airlines deslgnated by the other
Contracting Party in the event the other Contracting party
does not take such appropriate corrective action within a
reasonabie time.

ARTICLE 6
AVIATION SECURITY

1. In accordance with their rights and obligations under
international law, the Contracting Parties.reaffirm that their.
obligation to one another to protect the security of civil
aviation against acts of unlaMul interference forms an
integral part of this Agreernent. Without lirniting the generality
of their rights and obligations under international law, the
Contracting Parties shall in particular act in conformity with
the provisions of the Convention on Offences and Certain
Other Acts Committed on Board Aircraft, slgned at Tokyo on
14 September 1963, the Convention for the Suppression of
Unlawful Seizure of Aircraft, signed at The Hague on 16
December 1970, the Convention foi' the Suppression of
Unlawful Acts against the Safety of Civil Aviation, signed at
Montreal on 23 Septernber 1971, as well as any other
convention or protocol relating to the security of civil aviation
which alt the Contracting Parties adhere to.

2, Each Contracting Party shall provide upon request
frcrn the other Contracting Parties all necessary assistance'
tc one another to prevent acts of unlavuful seizure of civil
aircraft and other unlawful acts against the safety of such
aircraft, their crery, airports and air navigation fa;ilities, and
to address any other threai to the security of civil aviation.

3. The Contracting Parties shall, in their muiual relations,
act in conformity with the aviation security provisions
established by the lnternational Civil Aviation Organisation
and designated as Annexes to the Conveniion; they shatl
require that cperators of aircraft of their registry, operators of
aircraft .!vho have their orincipal place of business or
permanent residence in their territory, and the cperators of
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airports in their territory act in conformity with such aviation
security provisions.

4. Each Contracting Party shall observe the security
provisions required by the other Contracting Pafiies for entry
into, depadure from, and while within their respective
territories and to take adequate measures to protect aircraft
and to inspect crew, and their carry-on items, as well as
cargo and aircraft stores, prior to and during loading or
unloading. Each Contracting Party shall also give positive
consideration to any request fiom another Contracting Party
for special security measures to meet a particular threat.

5. When an incident or threat of an incident of unlavuful
selzure of civil aircraft or other unlawful acts against the
safety of crew, aircraft, airports or air navigation facilities
occurs, the Contracting Parties shall assist one another by
facilitating communications and other appropriate measures
intended to terminate rapidly and safely such incident or
threat.

6. When a Contracting Party has reasonable grounds to
believe that another Contracting Party has departed from the
aviation security provisions of this Article, the aeronautical
authorities of that Contracting Party may request immediate
consultations with the aeronautical authorities of the other
Contracting Party, Failure to reach a satisfactory agreement
vrithin fifteen (15) days frorn the date of receipt by the other
Contracting Party of such request shall constitute grounds to
withhotd, revoke, suspend, impose conditions on or limit the
operating authorisation and technical permission of an airline
or airlines of that Contracting Party' When required by an
emergency, a Contracting Party may take interim action prior
to the expiry of fifteen (15) daYs.

7. Each Contracting Party shalt require the airline(s) of
another contracting Party providing service to that
Contracting Party to submit a written operator security
programrne which has been approved by the aeronautical
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authority of the contracting party of that airline for
acceptance.

ARTICLE 7
TARIFFS

1. The tariffs to be applied by the designated airline or
airiines of a contracting Party for air services covered by this
Agreernent shafl be established at reasonable levels, due
regard being paid to all relevant factors, including interests of
users, cost of operation, characteristics of seruice.
reasonable profit, tariffs of other airlines, and other
commercial considerations in the market-place.

2. Tarifts charged by airlines shall not be required to be
filed with, or approved, by either Contracting party.
However, in the event the nationaf law of a Contracting party
requires prior approval of a tariff , the tariff application shall
be dealt with accordingly. ln such cases, the principle of
r,':cipi'r,lity may be applied by the Contracting parties
concerned at their discretion.

3. The Contracting Parties agree to give particular
attention to tariffs that may be objectionable because they
appear unreasonabl,v discrinrinatory, unduly high or
restrictive because of the abuse of a dominant position, or
a1':,:iaiiy low because of oirect or indirect governmental
sul;sidy cr supporl or other ant!-competitive praciices.

Contracting Pa,.iies shall ensure that the
designated airlines provide the gereral pirblic with full and
comcrehensive inforrnation on th:ir air fares and rates and
the conditions atiached in advertisements to the public
ccnlerning iheir fares.

ARTICLE 8
OPERATION OF LEASFD AIRCRAFT

1. When a designated airline proposes to use an aircraft
other than one owned by it on the international air freight
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services provided in this Agreement, this would only be done
subject to the following conditions;

a) that such arrangements will not be equivalent to
altowing a lessor airline access to traffic rights not
othenvise available to that airline;

b) that the financia[ benefit to be oblained by the
lessor airline will not be dependent on the profit or
loss of the operation of the designated airline
concerned, and

c) that the responsibility for the continued
airworthiness and the adequacy of operating and
maintenance standards of any leased aircraft
operated by an airline designated by one
Contracting Party will be established in conformity
with the Convention.

2. A designated airline is not otherwise prohibited from
providing air services using leased aircraft provided that any
lease arrangement entered into satisfies the conditions listed
in paragraph 1 of this Article

A.RTICLE 9
COMMERCfrAL ACTIVITIES

1. In accordance with the laws and regulations of the
other Contracting Parties, the designated airline of ese a
Contracting Party shall have the right:

a) in relation to entry, residence'and employment, to
bring in and maintain in the territory of the other
Contracting Parties managerial and other
specialist staff, office equipment and other
related equiprnent and promotional materials
required for the operation of international air
freight services;

b) to establish offices in the territory of the other
Contracting Party for the purposes of provision,
promotion and sale of air services;

c) to engage in the sale of air services in the
territory of the other Contracting Party directty
and, at its discretion, through its agents; to sell
such air'services , and any person shall be free
to purchase such services in local currency of
that territory or, subject to the national laws and
regulations, in freely convertible currencies of
other countries:

d) to convert and remit to the territory of its
incorporation, on dernand, local revenues in
excess of surns locally disbursed. Conversion
and remittance shall be permitted promptly
without restrictions or taxation in respect thereof
at the .rate of exchange applicable to current
transartions and rernittance on the date the
air[ins rnakes the initial application for remittance.
Such conversion and remittance shall be made in
accorciance with the foreign exchange
regulations of the Contracting Party concerneC;

e) to pay for local expenses, including purchases of
fuel, in the tsrritories of the other ContractinE
Parties in local currency. At their discretion, the
airline(s) of each Contracting Farty may pay foi-
such expenses in the terrliory of the cther
Coniracting Parties in freely convertib!e
;urrencies according to local currency regr;lation.

2. ln operating or holding out the authoi'ised services on
the agreed rcutes, the designated airline(s) may, subject to
national laws and regulations, enter into cooperative
niarketing arrangennenis which may include but are not
limited to code-sharing, biock-space with:

a) an airline or airlines of the same Contracting
Party;

b) an airline or airlines of the other Contracting
Parties; and

c) a surface transportation provider of any
Contracling Parties

provided that all participants in such arrangements hold the
appropriate authorisation and meet the requirements applied
to such arrangements.

3. Subject to the national laws, rules and regulations of
each Contracting Party, any designated airline(s) and indirect
providers of cargo transportation of each Contracting Party
shall be perrnitted without restriction to employ in connection
with international air freight services any surface
transporiation for cargo to or from any points within or
outside the territories of the Contracting Parties, including
transport to and from al[ airports with customs facitities, and
including, where applicable, the right to transport cargo in
bond under applicabte laws and regutations' Such cargo'
whether moving by surtace or by air, shall have access to
airport customs processing and facilities. Subject to the
national laws, rules and regulations of each Contracting
Party, the designated airline(s) may elect to perform their
own surface transportation or to provide its through
arrangements with other surface carriers, including surface
transportation operated by other airlines and indirect
providers of cargo transpodation" Such intermodal cargo
services may be offered at a single, through price for the air
and surface transportation combined, provided that shippers
are not misled as to the facis concerning such transportation'

ARTICLE 1O
CHANGE OF GAUGE

1. Each designated air l ine n' tay on any or al l  f l ights on the
agreed services and at its option, change aircraft in the

1 4 \?
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territory of another Contracting Party or at any point along
the specified routes, provided that;

a) aircraft used beyond the point of change of
aircraft shall be scheduled in coincidence with the
inbound or outbound aircraft, as the case may
be; and

b) in the case of a change of aircraft in the territory
of another Contracting Party and where more
than one aircraft is allowed to operate beyond the
point of change, not more than one such aircraft
may be of equal size and none rnay be larger
than the aircraft used on the third and fourth
freedorn sector, provided that the total authorised
capacity of all the outbound aircraft, when
combined together, shall not be more than the
total capacity of the aircraft arriving at the point of
change ofgauge, "

2. For the purpose of change of gauge operations, a
designated airline rnay use its own equlpment and, subject to
nat:onal laws, rules and regulaiions, leased equipment, and
rnay operate under cornmercial arrangements with another
^ i - t ; ^ ^
c . l l  i l t  t !2 .

3. A designated airline may use different or identical fl ight
numbers for the sectors of its change of aircraft operations.

ARTICLE t1
USER CI.iARGES

1. No Contracting Fany shall innpose or permit to be'
rrnposed on the designated airtines of another Contracting
Pa.ty user charges higher than those imposed on its own
air-iines operating sinrilar international air freight services.

2. Each Contracting Party shall encourage consultations
on usef charges between its competent charging authorities



and airlines using the services and facilit ies provided by
those charging authorities, where practicable through those
airlines' representative organisations. Reasonable notice of
any proposals for changes in user charges should be given
to such users to enable them to express their views before
changes are made. Each Contracting Party shall further
encourage its competent charging authorities and such.users
to exchange appropriate information concerning user
charges.

ARTICLE {2
CUSTOMS DUTIES

1. Each Contracting Party shall on the basis of reciprocity
exempt a designated airline of any other Contracting Party to
the fullest extent possible under its national laws, rules and
regulations from customs duties, excise taxes, inspection
fees and other national duties and charges on aircraft, fuel,
ground equipment, lubricating oils, consumable technical
supplies, spare parts including engines, regular aircraft
equipment, aircraft stores and other items, such as piinted
air waybills, any printed material which bears the insignia of
ihe conrpany printed thereon and usual publicity material
distributed free of charge by that designated airline, intended
for use or used solely in connection with the operation or
servicing of aircraft of the designated airline of such other
Contracting Party operating the agreed services.

2. The exemptions granted by this Article shall apply to
iire items referred to in paragraph 1:

a) introduced into the territory of the Contracting
Party by or on behalf of the designated airline of
another Contracting PartY;

b) retained on board aircraft of the designated
airline of one Contracting Party upon arrival in or
leaving the territory of another Contracting Party;
rJl
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c) taken on board aircraft of the designated airline
of one Contracting Party in the terriiory of another
Contracting Party and intended for use in
operating the agreed services

whether or not such items are used or consumed wholly
within the territory of the Contracting Party granting the
exemption, provided the ownership of such iterns is not
transferred in the territory of the said Contracting Party.

3. The regular airborne equipment, as well as the
materials and supplies norrnally retained on board the
aircraft of a designated airline of any Contracting Party, may
be unloaded in the territory of another Contracting Party only
with the approval of the custorns authorities of that territory.
ln such case, they may be placed under the supervision of
the said authorities up to such time as they are re-exported
or otherwise disposed of ln accordance with customs
regulations.

4. The exemptions provided by this Article shall also be
available where the designated airline(s) of one Contracting
Farty has contracted with another designated airline, which
similarly enjoys such exemptions from another Contracting
Party or Contracting Parties, for the loan or transfer in the
territoi'y of the other Contracting Pady oi Contracting Parties
of rhe items specified in paragraph 1 of this Article,

ARTICLE {3
FA,IR GOMPETITION

Fach Contraciing Party agrees:

a) thai each designated air l ine shal l  have afair and equal
opportunity to ccmpete in proviciing the international air
freight services gcverned by this Agreement, and

w#
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b) to take action to eliminate alf forms of discrimination
and/or anti-cornpetitlve practices by that Contracting Party
and/or its designated airlines that it deems to adversely
affect the competitive position of a designated airline of any
other Contracting Party.

ARTICLE 14
SAFEGUARDS

1. The Contracting Parties agree that the following airline
practices may be regarded as possible anti-competitive
practices that may rnerit closer examination:

a) charging fares and rates on routes at levels
which are, in the aggregate, insufficient to cover
the costs of providing the international air freight
services to which theY relate;

b) the addition of excessive capacity or frequency of
international air freig ht services;

c) the practices in question are sustained rather
than temporary;

d) the practices in question have a serious negative
economic effect on, or cause significant darnage
to another airline;

e) the practices in questicn reflect an apparent
inient or have the probable effect, of crippling,
excluding or driving another airline from the
nnarket; and

f) behaviour indicating an abuse of dorninant
position on the route.

2, lf ihe aeronautical authorities of one Contracting Party
consider that an operation or operations intended or
conducted by the designated airline of another Contracting



Party rnay constitute unfair competitive behaviour in
accordance with the indicators listed in paragraph 1, or any
discrimination by means of undue state aid and/or subsidy by
that other Contracting Party, they may request consultations
in accordance with Article 17 {Consultations and
Amendrnent) with a view to resolving the problem. Any such
request shall be accompanied by notice of the reasons for
the request, and the consultations shall begin within fifteen
(15) days of the receipt of such request.

3, lf the Contracting Pariies fail to reach a resolution of
the problern through consultations, any Contracting Party
may invoke the dispute resolution mechanism under Article
18 (Settlement of Disputes) to resolve the dispute.

4. The grant of state aid and/or subsidy shall be
transparent among the Contractlng Parties, and shall not
distort competition among the designated airlines of the
Contracting Parties. The Contracting Parties concerned shalf
furnish other interested Contracting Parties, upon their
requests, with complete infornration on such grant and any
revision to or extension of such grant. Such information shall
be treated with the utmost sensitivity and confidentiality.

ARTICLE 15
